The students of Crossfire have several conferences, trips and missions that they can be a part of 
throughout the year. Fundraising is a necessary part of our activities to aid our students in 
removing the fmaocial barrier that so often prohibits them from attending conferences, events 
and missiollS that will have a profound impact on their lives. The way fuodraising works here is 
that the students who participate are the students that benefit. Each student will have an 
individual trip account. As they participate in our fundraising efforts, a portion of the money 
raised based on their participation will be allotted to a student's account. For example, ifall the 
students involved in a fundraiser but one of them works 5 hours and the one student was their 5 
hours but was constantly missing and unavailable for work, the funds raised would be divided 
up according. The student who was M.!.A. would obviously not receive the same amount of 
money in hislher account as the students who attended to the task at hand. If you have some 
good fundraising ideas and are willing to help with them please contact the student ministries 
office and let Phill know. 
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
